REQUIRED TEXTS: AEROSPACE SCIENCE 1 (AS-1) "JOURNEY INTO AVIATION HISTORY", and LEADERSHIP EDUCATION 1 (LE1): “CITIZENSHIP, CHARACTER, AND AIR FORCE TRADITION”

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This is the first volume of the Aerospace Science series. It gives the cadets of our Air Force Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps (AFJROTC) a basic knowledge of the origins and development of today's aerospace world. It provides information on aviation history; how it began, how it has impacted our military forces of today, and how it will continue to impact it in the future. LE-1 focuses on the AFJROTC mission to “develop citizens of character dedicated to serving their nation and community.” It provides information about military traditions, citizenship, the U.S. government, wellness, health, fitness, drill, and how to exercise self-control. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES: AS-1
1. Know the social impact of flight from ancient legends to modern developments in aerospace.
2. Know the role of the aerospace community in our society.
3. Know the major historical milestones, military policy, structure, and the missions and capabilities of the US military services.
4. Know the role of military aerospace forces in our society.
5. Comprehend how aerospace forces are an instrument of national policy and factors that determine their effectiveness.

COURSE OBJECTIVES: LE-1
1. Know the AFJROTC mission and organization.
2. Know the AFJROTC customs and courtesies, and basic drill skills.
3. Know the history and courtesies rendered to the flag of the United States and the national anthem.
4. Apply the key behaviors for becoming a credible and competent leader.
5. Know the AFJROTC uniform requirements and the correct placement of uniform badges and insignia.
6. Know the meaning and purpose of attitude, discipline, and respect.
7. Know good study habits, study techniques, and time management techniques.
8. Know first aid treatment for common and severe emergencies.


GRADING PROCEDURES: 
a. Assignments and Scheduled Exams- see attached course matrix
b. Make up exams accomplished during the first day back to school after an absence.
c. Unit and Cumulative Exams MUST be taken again to achieve a passing grade.  The retake must be scheduled at a time agreeable to the instructor and cadet.
d. Absences- In accordance with (IAW) CMHS Handbook, cadets are permitted to make up all work missed as a result of an EXCUSED absence.  In accordance with district policy a student with Ten unexcused absences in a quarter may receive a No Credit (NC) grade.  
f. Assignments must be made up within one week of the due date.
g. Class attendance/participation- all cadets are expected to attend classes promptly and on a regular basis to achieve the full educational benefit of AFJROTC.
h. Special Projects-may is assigned by the SASI or ASI to Seniors in lieu of AS4/LE4.
i. Bonus Points are earned by participating in outside classroom AFJROTC activities.  See handbook.

COURSE EVALUATION: You are graded in three areas in AFJROTC:  Aerospace Science (AS), Leadership Education (LE), and Physical Fitness/Wellness (PT).  AS instruction accounts for 40% of your grade.  LE instruction accounts for 40% of your grade. PT accounts for 20%.  Grades for aerospace science homework, tests, reports, projects and presentations are averaged for a numerical grade for AS.  Grades for leadership education tests, cadet activities, personal conduct, attendance and uniform wear/inspections are averaged for a numerical grade for LE.  Grade scales are as follows:
