School Year 2011-2012 SCHOOL MEALS PROGRAM — FREE AND REDUCED PRICE MEALS

Dear Parent or Guardian:

FREE and REDUCED-PRICE MEALS are available if eligibility is approved. To apply for these meal
benefits, submit ONE APPLICATION for your HOUSEHOLD, and RETURN IT TO ANY TUSD SCHOOL. If vour
family qualified for free or reduced-priced meals last year, vour qualification will expire on September 26,2011 unless
vou reapply and qualify for the 2011-2012 school year.

Prices charged for student meals are listed below. Not all schools offer the breakfast meal.

Elementary Breakfast Full Price - $1.25 Reduced-Price - $ 0.25 Elementary Lunch Full Price - $1.85 Reduced-Price - § 0.40
Middle and High Breakfast Full Price - $1.50 Reduced-Price - § 0.25 Middle and High Lunch Full Price - $2.35 Reduced-Price - $ 0.40

You will be notified by mail when the application is approved or denied. A period of 10 days is permitted for
processing applications. Eligibility begins when application is approved not when the application is submitted.

= If approved you may begin to receive the meal benefit on the approval date stated. The meal benefit eligibility is for
breakfast and lunch and is for the entire school year unless you submit another application.

= You may apply any time in the school year. You may reapply for benefits at any time during the school year. If you
are not eligible now but have a decrease in household income, become unemployed, or have an increase in family
size, complete an application at that time.

= If you move to another school within TUSD, a new application is NOT required. However, inform the Food
Services Manager or Cashier of the transfer at the new school.

= If youdo not agree with the benefit decision on your application or the results of verification, you may want to
discuss it with the program’s determining official. You also have the right to a fair hearing. You can arrange for
either of these by contacting Food Services Administrative Assistant, at (520) 225-4702,

Eligibility is required by law to be determined through one of the following processes:

= Direct Certification of students receiving SNAP (formally Food Stamps) -This information is matched using the
Department of Economic Security information of approved members of the household for SNAP. If you have a
pending status use an income application until approval occurs. A TUSD Application for Free or Reduced-Price
Meals 2011-2012 School Year is not needed. A letter will be sent to the household identifying the students
qualifying for free meals. If a child in your household is not stated in the letter you receive, contact TUSD
Foodservices at 225-4708.

= Institutionalized Child - A child placed through a government agency is eligible for FREE MEALS regardless of
your household's income. Each Child is considered a household of one. AN APPLICATION IS REQUIRED TO
DETERMINE THE ELIGIBILITY.

= Foster Child — List as a member of the household.

= Receiving benefits from the Food Distribution Program on Indian Reservations.

= Based on Household Income — You Must Submit An Application

— Institutionalized Child that has income

—  All other households regardless of citizenship including those receiving Women, Infant, and Children Program
(WIC) benefits except those students determined to be homeless, migrant or a runaway.

= Determination by the TUSD Homeless Liaison as Homeless, Migrant, or Runaway. Contact 232-8438.

- *SNAP: Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (formerly the Food Stamp Program)

= The children in your household may qualify for free or reduced-price meals if your household

You or your child{ren} do not
have to be U.S. citizens to qualify for free or reduced price meals.

= WHO SHOULD I INCLUDE AS MEMBERS OF MY HOUSEHOLD? You must include all people living in your
houschold, related or not (such as grandparents, other relatives, or friends). You must include yourself and all children living with
you.

= WHAT IF MY INCOME IS NOT ALWAYS THE SAME? List the amount that you normally receive. For example, if you
normally make $1000 each month, but you missed some work last month and only made $900, put down that you made $1000
per month. If you normally get overtime, include it, but do not include it if you only work overtime sometimes.

=  WE ARE IN THE MILITARY. DO WE INCLUDE OUR HOUSING ALLOWANCE AS INCOME? If you get an off-
base housing allowance, it must be included as income.

Food Services Department staff may check the information on the application at any time during the school year
for accuracy. You may be asked to mail or bring in your information to prove your income.
