PURPOSE OF HOMEWORK
Homework is work assigned by a teacher to students and is work to be done at home. Homework assignments are a part of the required work expected of students, and are used to determine grades. Homework assignments reflect work that is done in the classroom.
Holladay Magnet School students are assigned a minimum of thirty minutes of homework three or four days per week. Homework assignments may include, but are not limited to: assignments from a textbook; worksheets; reading books; magazines; or newspaper articles; writing reports, stories, or articles; special projects.
STATEMENT OF STUDENT’S RESPONSIBILITIES

It is the student’s responsibility to see that the homework assignment is completed and turned in to the teacher on time. In order to do this the student needs to come to class prepared, pay attention during class, and write down their homework assignments on their homework calendar. If the student does not understand the assignment he/she needs to see the teacher either prior to attempting the assignment or prior to turning it in to the teacher. Homework and any other important papers are sent home in the student’s homework folder, and returned the next day. 

STATEMENT OF PARENT’S RESPONSIBILITIES

It is the responsibility of the parents to cooperate with the school and the teachers and to assist their child by providing a place and time for the completion of homework. Parents may also assist their child by going over the completed homework assignment with their child. Parents are expected to sign the child’s calendar daily indicating that the homework has been completed.
STATEMENT OF TEACHER’S RESPONSIBILITIES

It is the responsibility of the teacher to assign meaningful homework that reinforces concepts and skills taught in the classroom. The teacher is responsible for determine the amount and frequency of homework. It is a regular part of the instructional program. Assignments which are not completed in class are finished at home. Homework is graded and reviewed, the time spent depends on the child and the grade level. The type of homework assigned is to be appropriate to the age and developmental level of the student. Teachers will also provide an alternative location for completion of homework assignments by referring students to study center, or homework hall during extended day. Teachers should have a homework calendar prepared for each child on the first day of the month, and collect and file the calendar from the previous month. The amount of homework should take into consideration the demands of the home and community activities on a student’s time.
