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Parent Involvement Policy 


Hudlow will create and sustain a system of support to ensure that all students achieve success within a safe positive, caring environment. Hudlow school will partner with parents and the community in order to promote the importance of daily attendance, positive feelings about being in school and a culture of success and achievement.

· Each spring a Title I meeting will be held about the use of Title I funds. Staff and families will be invited to participate. Suggestions and recommendations for the following year with parental input will be taken into consideration. A copy of the parent involvement policy will be in the student/parent handbook.

· We survey our community to determine times, days, and locations for parental opportunities enabling all families access to participate.

· Annually the school parent involvement policy will be reviewed to ensure that the components described within are occurring adjusted to support student success and the needs of the school.

· We use a school parent compact that will state teacher, parent, and student responsibility of academic achievement, which will be shared and discussed during parent teacher conferences. This document is reviewed annually.

At Hudlow we build parental capacity in the following six ways as described in the evidence based best practices as described in the National Network of Partnership Schools and leading investigator Dr. Joyce Epstein:

· Parenting-In order to meet the needs of families the survey we use will help us determine the most convenient day, time, and location to offer parental workshops including topics that may be suggested by staff or at the request of parents.

· Communicating-We commit to communicate important information and updates to Hudlow families.
· Volunteering-We will continue to work to increase parental participation through these six types of involvement and by having an active PTA. We will support our parents so that families can be involved at school and in other locations and activities, such as the neighborhood association and other community events.

· Learning at home- We will involve families with children in learning activities at home including homework monitoring and other curriculum related activities such as parent curriculum nights.

· Decision making- Parents at Hudlow will be advocates for parents through representation on site council, PTO and district parent organizations.

· Collaborating with the community- We will increase involvement and resources from surrounding businesses and organizations as well as to develop service projects for students, teachers and parents.
