Sabino Summer School 2008 Student/Parent Agreement

Summer school sessions are as follows: Session 1 (5/27 – 6/11) and Session 2 (6/12 – 6/27). Classes will be held Monday through Friday, 7am – 12:30pm, with the exception of the baseball, basketball, and volleyball camps, (See Summer School Flyer for times).  PE will meet on campus from 6am-9am, with 2 hours independent PE off campus.
Registration


A $25 fee will be charged for any returned checks. Fifty percent of the tuition (less the $10 non-refundable registration fee), will be refunded to those students who withdraw on or before May 21, and have permission of the Summer School Coordinator. There will be no refunds after May 21. Courses with enrollment fewer than 30 students are subject to cancellation or some classes in the same subject may be combined to avoid cancellation.  All tuition must be paid with the Registration Form to be enrolled in the program.
Attendance


Each summer school day is equivalent to approximately one week and a half of regular school. There are no excused absences in summer school. Daily attendance is required to avoid being dropped from school. Attendance will be taken two times a day: at the beginning of the day and after break. A student is only allowed 1½ absences per semester (session). Three tardies equal a ½ day absence. The allowed absences are for emergency situations only, not so the student can go on vacation.

Baseball, Basketball, and Volleyball

To receive PE credit for the baseball camp (1/2 per session), students must complete 5 hours each day, pursuant to the camp schedule.  To receive PE credit for the volleyball and basketball camps (1/4), a student must be present for 3 hours each day for the days these programs will take place.  Baseball: 8am-11am (Sabino baseball field, and 2 hours at location designated by instructor); Basketball: 8 am-11:00 am (Sabino Gym); Volleyball: 4pm-7pm, (Sabino Gym).

Breaks


There will be 3 ten-minute breaks throughout the morning for the regular summer school classes. Sabino is a closed campus; therefore, students are to remain on campus during breaks and must stay in designated areas (classroom and patio). All other areas are considered off limits. There will be no snack bar, but there will be vending machines available. However, the machines are not filled as frequently during the summer.  We hope to have school clubs offering snacks for sale during the summer school program.
Dress Code


Reasonable and proper attire must be worn at all time. Footwear must be worn and hats cannot be worn in the buildings.  Dress code will be enforced per Sabino High School and TUSD Rules and Regulations.

Leaving Campus


Students must check out through the summer school Coordinator when leaving campus during class time. Students need to have a note from their parents/guardians with permission to leave campus.

Discipline Issues


Discipline issues are grounds for immediate dismissal. Please understand that dismissal from summer school means no refund will be given and the student will not receive credit.
