Minutes:

-Steve Botkin Called the Meeting to Order

-Parent Group update: Trish Biddix gave info to Steve Castillo, and there was no new information to share, and if there was anything then she would email or add it to the parent group website

Discussion Item 2: Sahuaro hired an additional groundskeeper, and is making a concerted effort to keep the campus clean.  We have two grounds men, and teachers and staff are thinking of new ways to help keep campus clean. 

-Cheryl Watters asked about taking a proactive message approach using the announcements for pro-clean campus messages.  

Discussion Item 3: 

-Mr. Giangardella introduced Jessica Harris, our new learning support coordinator who will come on board in a week.  She will help with some minor discipline, and help teachers with kids who are struggling behaviorally and academically.  She will work with families and trying to help get community support.  

-Mrs. Harris said she is really excited to be here.

-We will also be hiring a new English teacher for Mrs. McGee, a bio-chem teacher, and an earth science teacher in order to address staffing needs.

-Our enrollment is 1749, we started at 1770

-Faculty voted yesterday on 301 goals, they have not been tabulated yet, but this should be done in the near future. 

-Quarterly school choice plan report was presented to council and to the staff yesterday.  Total FTE from the deseg money is 10.0.  

-Discussed SMART GOALS from the choice plan, increased some AP and targeted classes for underrepresented students. 

-Other updates: had the festival of schools at the Zoo, it went well.  The High school expo will take place at Bear Down Gym on November 4th and 5th 

-Open enrollment started October 1 and closes December 10th


-Had 447 open enrollment applicants, ended up taking 220 kids, 194 freshman class


-Our freshmen class is 565

-Our dropout rate right now is .06

-Discussion item 4: Discussion regarding conference period

-Library is opening up during conference, and this should help naturally clear campus during conference period.

-The council discussed the idea of holding intramural sports during conference period or possibly other times, and members of the council will do some research to look into this possibility. 

-The idea of opening up the computer labs during conference period was also suggested.  This is a possibility, but needs to be looked at closer. Staffing, funding, and security of the computer equipment are possible issues that need to be addressed if this could take place.     

-Discussed how well the program of getting athletes into classrooms during conference period in order to get grades checked is going.  Overall, teacher representatives on the council believe progress has been made in this regard. 

5. Discussion item five: ADM/JTED

-Student comes to Sahuaro and takes four classes we get the full ADM.  If the student does not take 4 we lose a .25.    

-Losing ADM is probably not an issue with the JTED campus opening. 

-The JTED central campus is offering culinary, nursing, criminal justice, fire science, and cosmetology

6. STUDENT COUNCIL REPORT

-Student council representatives asked Mr. Giangardella about how to get the events that were cancelled due to misbehavior back.  They advocated to get the club fair and assemblies back.

-Mr. Giangardella offered to listen to student council’s plans about club fair and revisit the issue with them in the future.
