Call to the Audience:

Action Items:

1. Approve the minutes from the April 12th. 2011 meeting.
Motion to approve by Cheryl Watters and seconded by Sarah Genung.  Minutes were unanimously approved.

1. Parent group update.

4. Principal’s report:  
a. Budget
Steve Botkin read emails from Sam Giangardella that stated we are not losing so much of our deseg. funding.  We are now only losing $18,000.
b. Information on the High School academic plan.
People are working to adjust the PUSP plan, including dropping the technology piece because of funding.  Sam is working to find funding for this elsewhere.  The academic plan is the same.
c. End of the school year information.
Risk management has approved the use of fireworks during graduation.  We are looking for a business or parent donations to cover the cost for this. (We would like to keep this a secret so it will be a surprise for the senior class)
Several events are scheduled as the school year ends, including the Awards Night on May 12th, the Powder Puff Game on May 19th, and Baccalaureate on May 20th.

There was also clarification that we do have half-days for final exams on the last two days of the school year.

5.  Library SMART Goals Results.
Shelley Dillon provided the results of the library survey.  Overall, the majority of responses were positive regarding the welcoming and helpful atmosphere of the library.  The overwhelming suggestion for improvement was new computers.

6.  Student Council update

Student Council presented its idea for the senior gift.  Right now, the gift idea is to give money to each class for their prom.  The district has changed its guidelines for funding events, and this gift would help each class.
