2. Computer Labs – The state of the labs are a concern.  Supervision is an issue.  The hardware is old.  One option would be to make one good lab from what computers we have.  Sam provided updated information from John Gaye that TUSD is working on acquiring new computers.
3. Class Sizes – Many teachers teaching 6/5 or have high class counts.  FTE for next year is based on the 100 day numbers.  Open Enrollment has increased our population.  Our FTE for next year is dependent on district decisions.
