Call to the Audience:

Speakers are limited to three minutes.
There were no speakers in attendance.
Action Items:

1. Approve the minutes from the January 11th meeting. 
2. Commendation certificate for faculty/staff to be given monthly.  Vote on this month’s nominees.
Discussion over this month’s nominees (Dianne Green, Wanda Scott-Broussard, and Lynn Gregson) took place, and all nominees were unanimously approved.

3. Book Share Program Project.  Vote on $1000.00 undesignated tax credit towards a book share project.
The Book Share Program makes use of electronic devices to enhance and supplement reading abilities for Exceptional Education students.  The proposal to use $1000 of undesignated tax credit monies for this program was discussed and unanimously approved.

1. Parent Group Update.
Trish Biddix provided summaries from the SCPC Area Breakout session held on January 24, 2011.  The concerns from the Sahuaro area parents included questions on the budget, full-day kindergarten, and the Ethnic Studies program.  

2. Student report- Club Fair.
Monique Trejo reported on the excitement over the upcoming Club Fair.  Several clubs are using Club Fair to raise funds for charity.  StuCo is raising funds for MDA, and the Humanitarian Club is sponsoring an orphanage in Ethiopia.  

3. Winter sports wrap up. Spirit week and start of Spring Sports. (calendar)
Girls Basketball is ranked 12th in the state, and Boys Basketball is ranked 14th.  Boys Soccer lost in the first round of playoffs, but Girls Soccer is in the semi-finals and will play against Sabino.  Two wrestlers qualified for state playoffs.  We have filled the Tennis Coach  position but are still looking for a head coach for Boys Track.
4. Principal’s Report

a.  Budget 

The preliminary budget was received last week and shows an increase of approximately 
$27,000 compared to last year’s starting budget.  However, there is still a projected cut of 
5% to 7% depending on the State budget that is yet to be passed.  JTED is projecting a 
24% cut.
