If they say they do not, then work with them on simple math and subtraction, and for the intermediates, they should be able to recite their multiplication table up to 12.  We need every student reading at least 20 minutes a night to you.  When they are finished, have them explain to you what they read.

Second, the safety of our students is always foremost in our minds here at Sewell.  It has come to my attention that, during the morning drop-off, an unsafe situation is being created because parents are stopping at the sidewalk to drop off their children as opposed to pulling forward toward the dumpster, allowing other parents to enter the parking lot.  This causes a traffic jam, and other parents are dropping their students off in undesignated areas, requiring them to cross the street, etc.  Please make sure your child has all their belongings in their lap and is ready to jump out when you arrive, and please pull forward as much as possible to allow other parents to enter the parking lot.
