I. Kathryn Bolasky called the meeting to order at 6:14 p.m.

II. Approval of Minutes of August 25, 2009.  Jaye Alexander made a motion to approve the minutes.  Kaye Wingfield seconded the motion. The August 25, 2009, minutes were approved by unanimous voice vote.
III. Study Items

A. Review 2009/2010 Site Council Bylaws

There is no mention of Global Inquiry Focus in the Philosophy or Mission Statement.  Council wants to change the Philosophy and Mission Statements in the Bylaws to coincide with our Global Mission Statements that already exist in our school in other areas.  A discussion of the Philosophy and Mission Statements took place.  Council decided to table this for the next meeting.  The statements will be put back to the Staff of Van Horne and Council will vote at a later time.  It was decided that the difference between the two is as follows:  Philosophy Statement is what direction our school wants to go, and Mission Statement is how we’re going to get there.

There is no mention of a Call to the Audience within the bylaws.  Council decided to add Call to the Audience section to the bylaws under Section V Conduct, Attendance & Agenda.  It would become a B section as follows:  The public has a right to attend and listen.  The public does not have the right to speak or disrupt.  The public may voice concerns or opinions only during the Call to Audience.  

B. Review Procedures
Council reviewed the Call to Audience procedures as follows:   During the call to audience, the audience member is allowed to speak for three minutes.  Council members are not permitted to respond to speaker.  It is not a discussion.  There will be no conversation.  If a speaker brings a concern to the council, the topic can be placed on the next meeting’s agenda.

Council reviewed Communication to Constituents.  Kaye Wingfield will communicate information from all Site Council meetings to her intermediate constituents.  Jaye Alexander will communicate information from all Site Council meetings to her primary constituents.  Ricki Turak will communicate information from all Site Council meetings to all Classified Staff constituents.  Bill Satterly will communicate information from all Site Council meetings to all parent constituents via the PTO newsletter.  Mrs. Flores will also communicate information from Site Council meetings to parents via the Principal Newsletter.

IV. Clarification

A. Jaye Alexander needs clarification spending Title I money and on Community Representative position.  Title I money can only be used on the kids who are falling far below.  Would like to use Community Representative for communication between our school and local businesses and surrounding community.

A. Vote on Approval of 301 Goals. Review last year’s goals.  We will increase 5% in the area of Dibels.  Students in grades K, 1 and 2 will increase 5% in the area of Dibels from the first quarter benchmark to the 3rd quarter benchmark for the 2009-2010 school year.  2nd Goal:  301 Targeted goals #2 academic.  Students in Grades K-5 will increase a total of 10% from benchmark one to benchmark 4 in the same areas of writing according to the Distance Writing Assessments for the 2009-2010 school year.  Rich Harkins made a motion to accept the 301 goals.  Bill Satterly 2nd the motion.  All approved by a unanimous voice vote with the revision as mentioned above.
