Catalina will implement academic interventions that allow all students to complete high school and prepare for post-secondary opportunities.

PREVENTIVE

· Identify student need early-on –before problems manifest.
· All stakeholders must be contacted before the problems occur.
· Counselors will ensure students do not register for classes for which they have not passed the prerequisite.

· Students will not earn an “F” until all interventions are tried.

· Students must earn a “C” to be eligible to participate in sports.

· Tutoring classes available for students at risk of AIMS failure.

· Student – Success seminars.

· Writing center

· Credit – Recovery courses.

· Department and interdisciplinary “team” meetings to discuss issues of “students-in-common”.

· Tutoring (incl. peer-tutoring) available for all students.

· Community Mentor Program to aid teachers and at-risk students.
