Linking a Picture to a WEBPAGE

1.Click the picture that you want to be a hyperlink.  

(Note the handles around the picture, they indicate the picture had been selected)
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2.Click the Hyperlink button on the Standard toolbar. 
3. You will see the Create Hyperlink dialog.

Type the URL you want to link to in the URL field.
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Click the OK button.

The picture will now have the hyperlink. The picture will not look any different.
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4. To check the link, click the Preview tab at the bottom of the page.
The Web page will open in the preview window. Click your picture to make sure it takes you to the desired website.  If it does not go back to step 3 and check the address.
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5.To continue editing your page,

Click the Normal tab to continue working on your page.

**Hint-The best way to get the correct address is to open the Internet site.  

Click on the address bar and CTRL+c (copy) the address.  

Click in the URL box and CTRL+v (paste).

You will need to use the shortcut keys and not paste under the Edit menu.
Linking a Picture to Another page.  To begin you must have another saved page in  your web.
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Follow steps 1 and 2 above.  At step 3
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Click the page you want to link to.
Click the OK button.

The picture will now have the hyperlink. It will not look any different.

Follow step 4 and 5 to check your link and continue editing.
Saving the webpage:

Click Save:

The first time you save your webpage with a picture inserted, this dialog box appears:
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Click the image name (usually a number) , click rename.  



Rename the image with a title that describes the image.  i.e. red star

Click Change folder

Click images, click OK



Click OK (notice images/ is the folder where the image will be saved)
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
