1. CALL TO ORDER 

Meeting called to order at 5:06 pm.
2.  MINUTES

3.  CALL TO AUDIENCE

4.  COMMUNITY REPORT

Letitia Gonzales School Council Member reported that The Fire station is up now and that the cutting of ribbons will be in two weeks at the Placita 
5.  PRINCIPAL’S REPORT

Dr. Celaya provided an update on the classroom situation Kara Mills and Tanya Lachowicz. Tanya Lachowicz last day will be Friday, October 16, 2009. Plans are to hire a Temp. Contract teacher to team with Kara.
Both Montessori Consultants (Ramya Fernando & Dorothy Massalski) have begun their roles.
All teaching assistants are now staffed here (12 ½)
The Teacher Assistant who worked with Tanya Lachowicz will work with Eva Pos.
6.  DECISION ITEMS
The Council decided unanimously to approve on option d. for teachers and coverage for absences (d) each teacher would have 12 days of substitute coverage, and on the 13th day absent, they would have to disperse students. In an extension to this option, teachers could also disperse before the 12 days are used with no restrictions.
The council also voted to use end of semester – Montessori Progress Reports instead of TUSD “s Quarterly Progress Reports.
Purchasing assessment materials for Math club according to teachers needs was approved based on recommendations from Ramya Fernando.
7. DISUCUSSION ITEMS
      Dr. Celaya provided a copy of the Tax Balances for 09-10

 Damian Martinez suggested for all teachers to get to a level of at least $150.00 for field trips.
Undesignated Funds was also up for discussion:

Carol Kennedy shared ideas for the ACE after school program.  The council agreed to set aside $1,500 from undesignated funds for discounts and scholarships for the ACE program. Discount for families who had more than one child in the program, will be $50.00 per quarter for per child.  The criteria for scholarships would include free and reduced lunch data.  
Damian suggested that maybe attaching a volunteer agreement for parents in the ACE program. It would be helpful to committee volunteer hours to earn scholarships.  Families that receive scholarships will be asked to volunteer 10 hours per child per quarter.
Dr. Celaya gave an update on the 301 goals He explained about option B encouraged by the District.  The council approved the proposed School Accountability Plan and 301 goals.
Library Program

Gloria Carrington’s last day at Drachman is Friday, October 16, 2009.  The district will replace her position with someone from the RIF list of last spring.
Dr. Celaya informed the committee that arrangements have bee made to support and continue the Reading Program.
