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Formatting Tools-
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Text Wrap

When inserting Pictures into a text box,in order to enable text wrap you must insert using apple-click and drag into the text box and move it within the text itself
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Go to the Inspector,click on T for Text and then click the Object Causes Wrap and move it into position.

Setting Links in iWeb

Both Pictures and words can be linked both within iWeb or to an external site. 


Click on the picture or highlight the work you want to link
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In the inspector open the hyperlink palette.


Click-Enable as Hyperlink

Choose either internal page or choose  an external page and paste the url

To check your links uncheck the Make Hyperlinks Inactive box

Publishing an iWeb Website

When publishing a website 2 steps will be needed to upload your documents.  If you are thinking of creating a website please contact Donna Goble so that she can give you FTP rights for this process.

Publishing your site

After you have finished creating your website it is time to publish and upload the documents to your website

From the File menu choose Publish to a Folder
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Save to the desktop for ease of process

Uploading with Cyberduck

CyberDuck is a free downloadable FTP program that will allow you to easily upload documents to your site.
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To download and install CyberDuck click here


Install Cyberduck on your computer and drag an icon into the Dock for ease of use. 
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Open CyberDuck- Click Open Connection

Fill in the form as follows using your username and password and click connect
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Inside your directory,delete all files and folders to make way for your new web site(This should only be done if you are replacing your website completely)
To finish the process, open the folder on your desktop that has your new website, highlight both the index file and site folder and drag them both into the directory of Cyberduck
