	WEB SITES *Although MLA 7th ed. does not require website URLs, Sahuaro High School policy is for URLs to be included on all online resources except subscription databases. 

Not all of the information called for may be available, so cite what you can! 

Record these facts, if available, as you research:

SUBSCRIPTION DATABASES 
(i.e. EBSCO, OPPOSING VIEWPOINTS, ABC-CLIO)  
All of Sahuaro High School’s subscription databases, and most academic databases, provide citations that can be copied and pasted to a “Works Cited” list. In general, these citations add the database name (italicized), medium (Web), and the date of access, to the standard information about the information source. No URL is required.

	ONLINE FILM OR VIDEO RECORDING (Begin with the title, italicized, and include the director, distributor, and year of release, if given. Add the title of the Web site (italicized), Medium (Web), and date of access.

	Example:
Our Wonderful Earth. Dir. Michael Donovan. National Geographic, 1988.
    National Geographic Videos. Web. 14 Feb. 2008. <http://www.ngv.com>.
