Note Taking Webbing

Webbing uses the relative size of circles to indicate the importance of ideas and lines to indicate relationships.  Below are some directions on how to use MS Word to construct a web.  If you have the program named Inspiration, this will enable you to create all kinds of webs.

To create a web that you will print out and have students fill in by hand, follow the steps below:

1. Turn on the drawing toolbar – go to the View menu and click on Toolbars, click to turn the Drawing toolbar on.

Click on the circle tool. 
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 Place your cursor on the screen and drag out to draw a circle. (If you want a circle and not an oval, hold down the shift key as you draw the shape.) Resize your circle as needed by dragging (cursor will be a 2-headed arrow) from one of its outside handles.  Move your circle as desired by dragging from the middle of the circle (cursor will be TWO 2-headed arrows.)

3. To get other same size circles click on the first circle one time.  Go to 
Edit menu and click on Copy.  Go to the Edit menu and click on Paste.  Move the second circle to where you want it on your screen.

4. To connect circles use the line tool.  
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 (If you need a straight line, hold down the shift key while drawing the line.)

To create a web that you or your students will fill in using the computer, follow the steps below:

1. Follow the steps above to make your web.

2. In each circle draw a text box using the TextBox tool. 
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3. If you do not want a line around your text box, click one time on your textbox, and then click on the small triangle next to the Line Color tool 
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 and click on No Line. 
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
