COURSE GUIDES: The Course Guide can be accessed on the THMS website: http://edweb.tusd.k12.az.us/thms/0708/registration.html can be viewed in the Counseling Department or can be checked out from the Counseling Department. (In the interest of saving money, Course Guides will not be given to every student this year.) The Course Guide will show the name of the course and the necessary pre-requisites. Please review the pre-requisites to make sure that your child is eligible to be in the selected courses. 

INTERNET ACCESS: The information below refers to websites that will help your child not only select the proper courses but to also prepare him/her for a possible career choice. If you do not have access to the internet, computers are available in the school library, in the Post-Secondary Centers in the Counseling Department and in Room 121 in the Vocational Building, in the Learning Lab after school from 3pm to 4pm in Room 313 in the Vocational Building and in the Pima Public Libraries.
COURSE REQUEST FORM:

Use this form to list the desired courses - remembering to keep in mind the courses needed for graduation, for college preparation and courses that will help your child prepare for their career interest. Please PRINT all information. You and your child must SIGN and date the bottom of the form once it is complete. 

Teacher’s signatures ARE REQUIRED for all courses. Your child will take the Course Request Form to his/her teachers for signatures prior to Visit Two where the forms will be turned in to the counselor and registration will be completed. 

Dual Enrollment Classes are courses that count for THMS and Pima Community College (PCC) credit. See the sheet titled Dual Enrollment Classes for Fall 2008. Note the deadline for completion of the PCC assessment test.

JUNIORS should review the “Post-Secondary Planning and Senior Year Preparation” information in the Junior Bulletin #1. This gives further confirmation on preparation for the senior year.
FRESHMEN and SOPHOMORES should review the College Preparation Guide for Freshmen and Sophomores.
POST-SECONDARY RESOURCE CENTERS at THMS: See the pamphlet titled Post-Secondary Resource Centers (PSRC).
ATTENDANCE: TUSD has a new Attendance Policy that states that grades will be reviewed by a committee if a student has 10 or more absences. Grades earned in a class where a student has 10 or more absences will be subject to being revoked because of the number of absences. Those grades must be appealed - students and parents will have the opportunity to appeal to a committee to request that the grade not be changed to “No Credit.” ATTENDANCE IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT in order to make the most of the education offered.

AIMS Testing: Students MUST pass the AIMS tests in order receive a diploma and to participate in the graduation ceremonies.
STUDY SKILLS: It is imperative that all students have a daily study schedule. Please help your child establish a schedule that allows him/her to study at least two hours per night, more if taking AP or Dual Enrollment (PCC) classes. See the attached Sample Study Schedule and Helpful Hints sheet. Please help your child develop a schedule that meets his/her needs. It helps students to study one thing, take a break, and then study something else. This keeps the mind fresh and able to think and process information. If a student has more work than one half-hour session, schedule an additional session to cover the rest of the material.
HANDBOOKS: The TUSD School Counseling Department publishes handbooks for all high school grade levels. These handbooks contain information that is helpful for students to succeed in school and to prepare for their future. They can be accessed on-line at http://instech.tusd.k12.az.us/counseling/Documents/(grade level).pdf. Insert grade level in the space between “Documents/” and “.pdf.”

FOUR-YEAR PLAN: Shows Freshmen and Sophomores how to schedule classes for each school year. See the blue form. Juniors should have this plan in place for their senior year.
SUMMER SCHOOL: Information will be available at the end of March. Information will be announced in the Daily Bulletin at school and will be available on the THMS website.

SAT/ACT EXAMS: It is suggested that Juniors should take the SAT and ACT at the end of the Junior year. Both tests are given in June and are only one week apart. It is suggested to take one in May and one in June. The deadline dates for registering for the tests are usually 5 to 6 weeks prior to the test date. Get information from the Post-Secondary Resource Centers or the counselors. See Junior Bulletin #1.
SUMMER PROGRAMS: Information will be available in the Counseling Department and in the Post-Secondary Resource Centers, M141 and V121. Check out summer programs on the UA, ASU and NAU websites. Scholarships are available for most programs. More information is available for national and international summer programs in the Post-Secondary Resource Center in M141.

CAREER and POST-SECONDARY PREPARATION: The Arizona Career Information System (AzCIS) is a program developed by the state to help people prepare for career choices. It is an annually updated, comprehensive career and educational guidance system that provides information and exploration tools for teens and adults. This program describes occupations, gives information on helpful high school courses and preparation (education and training) necessary for each occupation. By having a career in mind, students can request classes which will help prepare them for further education and training.

Fourth Step: Complete the “Reality Check” under “Assessments” to get a good idea of how expectations and reality sometimes are not the same.
