UHS SITE COUNCIL MEETING NORMS :
1. Attend School Council and assigned subcommittee meetings regularly.
2. Be on time and attend for the entire meeting.

3. School Council meetings will be scheduled for two hours with motions to extend if necessary.

4. Actively participate in School Council and committee meetings.

5. Read agenda items prior to meetings.

6. Bring e-mailed/Xeroxed agenda packet to School Council meetings.

7. Submit written reports from committees to the School Council Chair one week prior to the scheduled School Council meeting.

8. Handle issues in a timely manner to respect deadlines that must be met.

9. Follow parliamentary procedure at School Council meetings.

10. Respect differences of opinion.

11. Do not repeat statements and opinions already expressed in debate.

12. Debate the issues not the person. 

13. Submit non-routine motions in written form. 

14. Respect the decisions of the School Council as decisions made for the benefit of University High School.

15. Communicate the decisions of the School Council to the respective constituent groups.

16. Notify Chair at least 24 hours prior to meeting if unable to attend.

17. Deadline for agenda items is one week prior to the School Council meeting.

Types of Site Council Resolutions:
Those resolutions requiring official action by the Site Council shall be decided by a roll call vote:
1. Adopt: Official action taken by the Site Council on written policies for University High School.
2.  Accept, Approve, Receive: Official action taken by the Site Council on reports, findings, research, or referenda votes authorized by the Site Council.
3. Advocate, Prescribe: Official action taken by the Site Council to support a plan or ideal that needs negotiation with another governing body.

These resolutions are procedural and may be decided by a voice vote or a show of hands:
1. Appoint: Official action taken by the Site Council to designate persons to fill roles designated by the Site Council.

2. Refer: Official action taken by the Site Council to designate and current issue to a sub-committee, department, or other body or individual for further study and/or development of a resolution.
