Recognizing CREDIBILITY and BIAS 


THINGS TO THINK ABOUT!!





Propaganda-ideas, facts, or allegations spread deliberately to further one’s cause or to damage an opposing cause-





Some techniques that are used:


Name calling 		(attacks person or group of people)


Transfer Device	(transfer one’s love/respect of something to what is being   promoted)


Plain Folks		(promotes feeling of understanding and comfortableness with an idea)


Testimonials		(persons whom we respect or esteem introduced as supporters)


Card-Stacking	(no reasonable alternative offered)


Bandwagon		(exploiting public opinion polls to influence what people think)


Rumors/Gossip	(difficult to combat-denying it often gives it credence)


TV/Media		(information in short amount of time-only shows “snappiest” footage)


Image			(used to create or influence public opinion)


Advertising		(attempts to persuade or convince public about a product or idea)	


Bias/textbooks	(one-sided account of history)


Prestige/Charisma	(allows one to get away with what would otherwise be 


			             incredible statements)	


Repetition		(believe because we have heard it so often)
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
