Airliner Basics
Use the Airliner to remotely control the computer – show a website, video or presentation.  Don’t be afraid to let students use the slate to present or add information.
· Connecting the Airliner

1. Plug the USB bluetooth dongle into an available USB port.

2. Turn on the Airliner.

3. If nothing is happening, reestablish the connection (separate handout).

· Mouse versus Pen/Stylus

1. The pen/stylus is absolute: where you click on the slate is the same as the screen.

2. The pen lets you use the underlay to select tools easily

3. The mouse works just like any mouse.  Roll it on the slate.

· SMART Software

1. You don’t have to use the SMART Software -- 

2. Check the handout for the basics

3. Create a SMART Notebook Project to show later

4. Use the floating tools to capture images to bring into your Notebook.

· Charging/Battery
1. Keep the slate plugged in when you aren’t using it.

2. You can use the slate while plugged in or when not plugged in.

3. Don’t let the battery die completely (this takes weeks).

Projector Basics

Your projector is the same as the one the Language Arts have received.  Yours is just not mounted upside down on the ceiling.  If you have any questions about using the projector, check with your site tech and/or look at the manual.  Here is a cheat sheet.
· Connecting the Projector

1. There are only three cables:

-Power Cable

-VGA Cable (from the computer to the projector, Computer In)

-Monitor Cable (disconnect from computer and connect to Monitor Out)

2. Make sure the “Source” is set to the right choice (i.e. Computer).

· Starting/Stopping

1. Turn on the power switch on the side.
2. Push the Power (On/Stand By) button on the projector

3. Off: push the Power (On/Stand By) button once then again.

4. Don’t turn the power switch off until the projector stops (fans, light).

5. You can use the Power Off button on the remote to shut down as well.

· Econo Mode
1. Menu-Setup-Lamp Mode gets to the menu you need.
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2. Eco mode is 80% of normal.

3. Bulb life is rated at 2000 hours at normal and 3000 hours in Eco.

· Mute/Freeze/Zoom
1. PIC-MUTE hides the image (temporarily hide from students).

2. FREEZE freezes the image (keep in image up while doing attendance).

3. MAGNIFY lets you zoom in (show a detail of a web page).

· Filter
1. To reset the Filter Message 
1. Press the "Menu" button 

2. Use arrow keys to scroll down to "Default" and press "Enter"

3. Scroll down to "Clear Filter Usage" and press "Enter" 

4. Select "Yes" and press "Enter" You have successfully cleared the "Filter Usage" message. 
(The filter message appears every 100 hours)
2. Clean the Filter (it slides out on the side, blow out the dust and replace)
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This message will appear every 100 hours of usage.

· Projecting VCR/DVD
1. Connect your VCR or DVD cables to the Video and Audio in on the projector.

2. Press the “Source” button to switch between the VCR or DVD and the computer.
Please find a secure location to store the Airliner and the NEC projector.  

Also, if you’re not using the Airliner for a couple of weeks or more (Winter Break, Summer) open up and disconnect the battery from the Airliner.  There’s a continuous draw and the battery will not charge if it dies completely.  Generally just leave it plugged into the AC adapter when you’re not using it.
